Using Code Composer Studio in a multi-configuration, multi-user environment
The zip file ‘user.zip’ contains an example of how to set-up CCStudio so that it can be used efficiently in an environment where the installation of CCStudio is shared by multiple users or by one user who may constantly switch between several targets.

The zip file should be unzipped in the following location:

C:\ti\cc\bin (if ‘C:\ti’ was used as the install directory).

A folder called ‘Users’ will be created with two sub-folders ‘user1’ and ‘user2.’

This example has an environment where CCStudio is shared by two different users (user1 and user2). Thus two user profiles have been created for user1 and user2 and each profile has a folder that has its own copy of the following files:
Cc_app.ini

Cc_app.key

Exclude.dat

Default.wks
These files are copied in and out of the necessary location by a batch file called ‘RestoreUser1.bat’ and ‘RestoreUser2.bat’ (located in the same folder) to bring the CCStudio environment back to the way the CCStudio was set to when that user last used CCStudio.

The batch file also configures CCStudio to a specific target (which is different for each user), launches CCStudio and opens the default workspace for each user.

There is another batch file for each profile that saves the above listed files (‘SaveUser1.bat’ and ‘SaveUser2.bat’). If this batch file is not run, then the profile will not have a copy of the latest copies of the files for that user and run the risk of losing changes made to the environment since they may be overwritten when the other user copies in his personal files. 

While the batch files must remain in the default location, it is a good idea to create shortcuts to the batch files on your desktop so you can restore and save your environment easily.

Additional users/profiles can be added easily by copying one of the existing user/profile folders, renaming the folder and modifying the batch files as needed.
